Time: 45-60 minutes

Format: In-person or virtual

platforms, learn how to recognize what to
share, and identify credible news sources.
Library staff present information literacy
skills through a single presentation or a
series of lessons adapted to fit the
grade-level and subject-area focus.

Time: 15-30 minutes

Format: In-person, virtual or pre-recorded
Encourage your students to spend time
reading during the summer. WCLS staff
will come to you to introduce, explain,
and celebrate our annual Summer
Reading program.

Storytime

Time: 20-30 minutes

One time or monthly

Format: In-person or virtual

Share a library Storytime with the young
children you teach! Storytime enables
children to experience the joy of story
through books, songs, rhymes, and other
participatory activities tailored to their
development and built around a theme
of your choice.

Library Field Trip

Time: 60-90 minutes

Format: In-person

Bring your students to the public library
for a personalized tour. They’ll learn how
to access library materials on the spot
by checking out books using their
ConnectED account.
